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The author always surprises us with the depth of his arguments, and this book is again a good proof of it. The Mesoaxiológical Pedagogy turns a cultural content into a  ​​education field, because it is a consolidated context of learning, pedagogical intervention supports, integrates the processes of self and heteroeducación, enables educational values as cultural ​​and common expression of educatees.

The book starts with the analysis of the modes of defining education and the mistakes made when the definition is confused with slogans and metaphors. He makes us really understand what is required to reach an understanding of the complexity of the object ‘education’ and the importance of agent’s activity in education.

Pedagogy corresponds to value each cultural area like education and to build it as valued mean, that is to say, as "field of education." In this book, the author works on that line in order to the meaning of education can be appreciated in its defining features and in order to can be assumed the commitment that the pedagogical function and Pedagogy have with the aims of education and the temporary formative orientation. 
It is essential to note that in the book the meaning of education is discussed, emphasizing character traits, sense traits of meaning and the importance of temporary formative orientation. All of that requires we think of education as a cognisable, teachable, attainable and researchable field, using specific concepts (the last chapter is an application for knowing how the arts-education relationship is built from the Pedagogy). And, as stated in Chapter 7, Pedagogy is always mesoaxiológical, because Pedagogy has to value each cultural area like education and has to build it as a valued mean  (as "field of education"). In this way, Pedagogy is mesoaxiológical, doubly mediated: mediated (relative to the mean or field of education that builds) and mediated (related to the instruments or means that are created and used in each field as elements of the intervention).

Precisely on that, specific pedagogical mentality, specialized pedagogical approach and intervention are related from the Pedagogy to get knowledge of education and to attain education, building fields in which it is assumed the meaning of 'education' and it is made response to the educational requirements of the individual, social, historical and human condition, from the curricular architecture, according to the opportunities through the temporary formative orientation.

Those proposals allow identifying increasingly better education with an area of ​​particular cultural experience: first, as a common education (general field of education provides common educational values ​​related to the nature and meaning of education themselves like any other area of experience); secondly, as a specific education related to the area (area of ​​general education provides specific educational values ​​linked to own conceptual meaning of area of ​​expertise) and thirdly, as specialized education in the cultural area (professional and vocational field, which provides specialized educational values in professional and career development from the theoretical, technological and practical knowledge of the area).

It is a really recommended book, regarding its content, so it is experience and reasonnig about pedagogy on education field which it is built to educate. Mesoaxiológical Pedagogy is Pedagogy to build fields of education and this concept, joint to specific concepts developed regarding the field "education" have theoretical power and longlasting one for the explanation and understanding of the educational intervention. 
With lucid arguments, This book invites us to think of the meaning of education, the educational relationship, the pedagogical function, the development of peoples, the intercultural education and arts-education relationship as specific concepts related to traits of character and sense which determine and qualify the meaning of education and based the educational principles.
This book, in eight chapters, forcing us to review the foundations on the concept of education and its aims, through a pedagogical discourse that strengthens the difference between knowing and educating, and the importance of thinking in education in terms of the adjusted competencies, the specific capacities and the basic dispositions of each educatee for the achievement of knowledge, skills-abilities, attitudes and habits related to the aims of education and to the guiding values derived from these aims in each internal and external activity, and using the internal and external means suitable for each activity.
   

Experts in education, students’ pedagogy, social education and teacher training are encouraged to read this book. But besides, we encourage to anyone who wants to grasp the world of education through one of the best pedagogues in the Spanish area.
