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Introduction

In accordance with the journal’s publication guidelines, please use the following template to compose the main text of the manuscript to be submitted to the GEOGACETA Editorial Board. Please note that the main text will be distributed in three columns, over a maximum of approximately four pages, including the equivalent space for photographs, figures, tables, acknowledgements and bibliographical references. You should be aware that a printed page of GEOGACETA is approximately 6000 characters. Due to differences in layout in printing, the length may be extended to the first quarter of the fifth page.
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The regulations stipulate that the abstract must be written in both English and Spanish. Spaces are provided before the main text for this purpose. The maximum number of words in the abstract and summary is 200.

Do not forget that in the introduction it must be clear what the aim of the work is.

The first names of the authors must be written in full in the heading of the manuscript. Initials are not allowed, especially in the case of non-compound names. Valid examples would be: Carlos L. Liesa, Ignacio Arenillas.

Section 1
This template has been created using Microsoft Word. We hope you will find it convenient to transfer the text from any text document. Using the copy-paste tool it is possible to arrange your manuscript according to this template. The left and right margin of each page is 15 mm. The top and bottom margins are 25 mm and should not be modified. 

Separate paragraphs within each section should be single-spaced (1 point) and their first line should be left indented by 5 mm. Final adjustments to the text will be made during the editing of the "proofs", which will be checked by the authors.

Section 2
As you insert the different sections of the text, you can adapt the template to your needs. Create as many sections as you wish, although it is important that there is a section on methodology in addition to the section on conclusions (e.g., Introduction, Tectonic Setting or Geological Setting, Methodology, specific sections alluding to the types of data presented in the manuscript, interpretations, discussion and conclusions). Examples of such categories are shown in the following paragraphs.

Subsection one

The numbering of the figures and tables should also be noted in the following.

All graphical illustrations, i.e. figures and photographs -if any- will be counted together and numbered consecutively with Arabic numerals.

All figures and photographs that are considered appropriate must have a graphic scale. Geographical coordinates must appear on the maps. Authors must ensure the legibility of each of the figures inserted in the dimensions in which they are included in the reference template. The design of the figures must take into account the maximum box size of the GEOGACETA pages (240 x 175 mm), which in turn is subdivided into three columns. If a figure is in turn composed of other figures and/or photographs, each of them must be named with a capital letter, starting with the letter A and following letters in alphabetical order.

It is important to choose the correct line thicknesses, label sizes, hatching, etc., in order to achieve optimum quality. It is advisable that the font used in the figures is Arial.

When a figure is being described, and the reference to it is part of the sentence, the word figure should be written literally.

For example: "Figure 2D shows a case ...". If, on the other hand, the reference is placed in brackets, the corresponding abbreviation should be used (e.g. Fig. 1A, Figs. 1A and B or Figs. 1A, B and 2). Note that when a figure consists of several subfigures that need to be labelled, they should be indicated with capital letters (A, B, C, etc.), both in the text and in the figure itself. 

Tables should be indicated with Roman numerals (Table I). As with figures, when a table is mentioned as part of a sentence, it should be written in lower case; "Table II shows...; and it should be capitalized when it is in brackets (see Table I). 

It is possible to publish figures and/or photographs in color in the printed version of the article, at an additional cost to be paid by the authors of the paper. In cases where figures are in color but published in black and white, authors should check that no information is lost in the black and white version. On the other hand, authors must include in the figure caption a reference to the existence of a color version on the web, including the following text in the Spanish section "Ver figura en color en la web" and its equivalent in the English description "See color figure in the web".
It is also possible to include double pages or fold-out pages (DIN A3), the additional cost of which will also be assumed by the authors. In these cases it will be essential to contact the the Editors.

Second subsection

The captions of tables, figures and photographs must be presented in Spanish and English, as indicated in the publication guidelines. Tables and figures must be distributed coherently throughout the text and, logically, all figures must be annotated in the text.

Third subsection

Articles which, due to their paleontological content, require the use of taxonomic rules, must refer to the genus and species in italics in accordance with the international codes of zoological and botanical nomenclature. In case the text is in italics (abstract, figure captions) the reference to the genus and species should be written in round letters (e.g. "Most abundant benthic foraminifer species are Lobatula lobatula, Cibicides refulgens").

In addition, the following citation format should be used in relation to the description of the different taxa (centred in the column):

Dinosauria Owen, 1842

Saurischia Seeley, 1888

Etc.

Section 4

With regard to the way of citing bibliographical references in the main text, the following indications should be followed: When the citation appears as part of a sentence, Díaz García (1993), Díaz Molina and Tortosa (1996) or Córdoba et al. (1987) will be written. If the references are included in parentheses, a chronological order will be followed (Córdoba et al., 1987; Díaz García, 1993; Díaz Molina and Tortosa, 1996; Delgado Torres and Molina, 2013; Rodríguez and Asencio, 2020), separating the different citations with a semicolon.

In the case of multiple citations, these will be ordered chronologically. For two consecutive citations of the same author, the author will be included only once, followed by the years, in chronological order and separated by commas (Díaz García, 1993, 1998). Note that, in any case, et al. should always be in italics. When the main text is in English, the conjunction "and" should be replaced by "and", never by &.

Similarly, all expressions in languages other than the main text, including abbreviations, and mathematical variables should be in italics. Thus, if the main text is in Spanish, it will be written: strain, a priori, i.e., e.g., vs., Wk,

Regarding the format for decimal numbers, the criterion should be homogeneous (full stop or comma). In Spanish text, it is recommended that the main use be in the language used: comma in Spanish; full stop in English. It should not be used as a separator for units of thousands or millions; it is permitted to separate them with a space (60 052) or to write all the digits in a row (60052).
Section 5

The signatories of the paper will cede the rights of layout, first publication and distribution to the SGE. The articles will be distributed under the Creative Commons CC BY-NC-SA 4.0 License.


Authors must propose five scientific reviewers (referees), indicating name and surname, institutional affiliation, postal address and e-mail of all of them. Manuscripts will be reviewed by at least two researchers who are specialists in the subject of the manuscript. The Editors of GEOGACETA will manage the review of the manuscripts received. The Editors count on the members of the Scientific Board and those other researchers who, due to their prestige, can act as reviewers of the manuscripts received. 


If a figure with a width of three columns is provided, the best way to distribute the text above or below this figure is to cut and paste the text to be moved above or below this figure.

In the review process, the identification of reviewers is at the reviewer's personal discretion. Once the reports of the specialists (scientific reviewers) are available, the Editors will issue a first decision on the manuscript and will send to the authors all the forms and comments that have been made on the manuscript itself, including those of the editors themselves. The authors will have at least fifteen days to make the appropriate modifications and justify the changes made to the manuscript and any discrepancies with the opinions expressed by the reviewers by means of a mandatory report. Once these documents have been received, the Editors may request a new review of the manuscript.

With the new manuscripts and reports, the Editors will submit a report to the Advisory Council (composed of the members of the SGE Governing Board), who will finally decide whether or not to admit the manuscript in question. The Advisory Board will meet at least twice a year. The manuscript will be definitively accepted once it has been presented at a Scientific Session of the SGE (the date of acceptance of the manuscript will coincide with the date of the aforementioned session). If a manuscript is not accepted, it will be returned to the author with a brief note explaining the reasons for this decision. Failure to comply with the rules for the preparation of the manuscript (see below) will be sufficient reason for non-acceptance.


Once the manuscripts have received a favourable report from the Advisory Board of the journal Geogaceta, substantial changes to the manuscript will not be allowed, nor will changes to the authors of the manuscript be permitted, unless expressly justified and which will be assessed by the editors.
The presentation of the papers in the Scientific Sessions will be carried out by means of a combination of the main text and the projection of the figures that illustrate it. In no case will the presentation time exceed 10 minutes. After each presentation, the audience may question and debate with the authors for a limited time of 5 minutes. The final acceptance of the manuscript will take place after it has been presented at a scientific session of the SGE.
Papers must be signed by at least one member of the Geological Society of Spain and will be presented by one of the signatories of the paper. Each member of the Society may appear as author of two papers in each Scientific Session, and those who are not members of the Society may only appear as author of one. 

Authors will receive a proof for correction through the Gogaceta web platform. Only formal modifications to the proofs will be accepted. Authors must return the proofs within seven days.

The possibility of supplying reprints of published works is envisaged. These may be ordered at the authors' expense, at a price to be fixed by the printer and against payment, including postage and packing. For further information, please contact the publishers. 

The Scientific Committee of GEOGACETA, through the Advisory Board, offers the possibility of publishing comments on published articles, which will be published in the section "GEOGACETA DEBATE". Comments will have a maximum length of one printed page (6,000 characters) and will be followed by a reply from the authors, also with a maximum length of one page. If you are considering submitting one of these papers, please contact the editors for the exact procedure. Both the commentary and your reply will also be subject to review like all other manuscripts.
Conclusions

It is mandatory to dedicate a final section to the most relevant conclusions reached in relation to the research that has been carried out. The conclusions must be sufficiently justified on the basis of the data presented in the previous sections. They should not be a simple summary of the work.

Contribution of the authors

For articles with several authors, indicate in this section, after each surname, the tasks carried out by each author using the following activities or fields in which they contribute: Structure of the work, methodology, data acquisition, editing, figures, revision of the manuscript, research/analysis, coordination, supervision.
